Preparation:

Respond / Reflect:

This week talk with at least one person about Jesus.
Talk with them about the role Christ’s life/death/resurrection plays in your life.

Prayer: Spend time in prayer regarding the things God revealed and that you discerned in your time
with God today.

Also, spend time in prayer for the other person(s) who are with you...

“Father, I/we need You. I/We hunger and thirst for a more vital relationship with You. |/We admit
that I/we have often tried to be in control of my/our own life. As a result, I/we have sinned
against You.

“Thank You for forgiving my/our sins through Christ’s death on the cross. I/We now confess and
turn from my/our sins. |/We surrender the control of my/our lives to the Lord Jesus. By faith, I/we
ask You to fill me/us with the Holy Spirit as You commanded me/us to be filled. You promised to
fill me/us if I/we ask according to Your will. I/We pray this in the authority of the name of Jesus
Christ.

“To demonstrate our faith, I/we now thank You for filling me/us with Your Holy Spirit and for
taking control of my/our life. Amen.”
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
